lans for extensions to the pavilion
at Guy Turner reserve are now
near completion, and final
adjustments will be completed by the end
of this month. Changes to the pavilion
include 2 new change rooms to the rear
of the building(1 male 1 Female), with a
store room and umpires room on the
western side and the front extended to
the end of the current veranda with a new
roofed area covering the existing
concreted area. Inside the kitchen will be
lengthened with the addition of an
internal store room. Double entry doors
at the front, with picture viewing winders
either side will also be included in the
final design.

Knox City Council and both the Cricket &
Soccer clubs have combined to apply for
a Sports & Recreation Victoria Grant of
$100,000. The announcement for the
grant recipients will be in March and early
reports back from council indicate we
have a strong application. From there we
anticipate the council will ask that the
further money required to build and
complete the project be included in the
next financial year's budget in July 2010.
If all goes well we would expect building
to begin before the end of the year.

The challenges
of underage
drinking

here is an unfortunate tendency
on occasions to be dismissive of
the underage drinking issue on
the basis that “we did it when we were
kids and it didn’t hurt us”.

We have a zero tolerance policy at our
club when it comes to serving alcohol to
our underage members or their friends.
No underage member of our club is
served alcohol and any underage

member of ours suspected of consuming
alcohol and entering our licensed area is
advised of our responsibilities as a
Responsible server of Alcohol and asked
to leave the licensed area.

In a fact sheet produced by the
Department of Justice in 2003 it stated
that current research shows that more
young people are drinking alcohol at an
earlier age and increasingly adopting
high risk drinking behaviors.

The risks associated with such early
uptake of alcohol and patterns of drinking
by children and youth are well
documented. They include the immediate
harm of injury, anti- social and violent
behavior, criminal activity,
unsafe/unwanted sexual activity, drink
driving, and the long term effects of
alcohol dependence and related disease
and injury. Importantly, such
consequences significantly reduce the
ability of youth to achieve their full
potential in life.

Furthermore, The National Health and
Medical Research Council state that
alcohol can adversely affect brain
development in the young. There is no
safe level of alcohol consumption for
those under 15 years of age, and for
those under 18, the safest option is to
delay drinking alcohol for as long as
possible.

Family life, peer pressure and many
other factors may influence a young
person’s use of alcohol. They may also
get supplies of alcohol from friends and
family.

This presents a particular challenge for
licensees such as ours to do all within
their power, to reduce the potential for
youth under 18 years of age to gain
alcohol on or from licensed premises.

Important actions we promote in this
regard include:
. checking of ID when there is
the slightest doubt as to a
person’s age

"No proof No purchase",
"Supplying liguor to a minor"
signage

monitoring of third party
packaged liquor sales,

particularly through, to ensure
that alcohol is not being
handed on to minors
Ensuring all staff are fully
aware and committed to your
policies regarding young
people.
Implementation of effective initiatives to
minimise underage drinking, is a key
focus in the responsible serving of
alcohol.
Our club takes a pro-active role in
community initiatives directed to this
outcome.
