He Knox City Council will begin
upgrading the playing surface at

Guy Turner reserve in September.
Following a feasibility study initiated by
the Council. A review of Knox City Sports
facilities, together with submissions from
ground users they have decided to
upgrade  Bayswater Oval, Shultz
Reserve, Chandler Reserve and Guy
Turner Reserve.

All of these ovals have a fair coverage of
natural Kikuya. Upon commencement of
works the non Kikuya grass on the oval
will be eradicated, the areas without
Kikuya grass will then be sprigged with
the summer grass at intervals of 2100mm.
It is expected that no interruption to the
upcoming season will occur, but some
adjustments to training may take place.

It has been ten years since the clubs
number 1 playing surface had a major
upgrade of any kind and it is expected
the new surface will take around twelve
weeks to fully mature.
