Premiership

27 year premiership drought
dating back to the 1981/82
season has been broken by the

clubs premier senior team. Lead by
Captain Ben Beech they dominated their
match against Montrose in this year’s
Wilkins Grand Final. Bright weather
forecast for both days play and 2 teams
coming into the game with confidence
and plenty of ability was billed to be an
even match.

Montrose, who defeated the Sharks in
the major semi final 2 weeks earlier,
came into the game with 2 wins and a
loss to the sharks. In round 3 the Sharks
belted Montrose by 145 runs after Tom
Fay’s left arm spin gained him 4 wickets
in Montrose’s innings of 172, When it
was the Sharks turn to bat Mat Parker
blasted 115 with Drew McKenzie (81) &
Marcus Adams (60) sharing a 103 run
partnership for the 7™ wicket to see our
score finish at 7/317.

In the return one day match the Sharks
made 138, with Montrose just passing
our score on the back of a 103 run
partnership for the 4" wicket making
9/150.

Winning the toss in the Major semi final
Montrose posted a very competitive total
of 209 with both Tom Fay & James
Davies taking 4 each. A disciplined
display of medium pace bowling coupled
with a brilliant display of catching and
fielding had Montrose into the Grand
Final dismissing the Sharks for 115.

Winning the toss again in the Grand Final
Montrose was elated to be batting first
and hoping to emulate their Semi Final
form. The Sharks opening bowling pair of
Marcus Adams and James Davies both
had plans to work to with Davies to have
the batsmen dancing around the crease
and unsettling them with a sustained
attack of brutal bowling from one end and
Adams to bowl good line & length on or
about off stump at the other end.

The plan worked with Montrose slumping
to 3/11 very quickly with Adams taking
the 3 wickets, a brilliant catch to Davies
in 2" slip to get rid of the dangerous
Podeesta and clean bowling a further
two.

A further wicket to Fay and the
reintroduction of Davies signaled the end
of any batting resistance, with the innings
finishing not long afterwards with a total
of 71from only 45 over’s.

It was a clinical display of controlled
aggressive bowling by the sharks and a
totally committed effort in the field.
Davies finished the innings with the
amazing figures of 4/16 from 13 quick
aggressive over's. Adams opening
display of mature focused bowling
reaped the rewards of the 1% 3 wickets
and gave him the bowling figures of 3/18
from 12 over’'s. The experienced pair of
Andrew Bourke, with a vital middle order
wicket and Tom Fay, 2 middle order
wickets complemented both openers in a
methodical display.

Batting for the remaining 35 over's the
Sharks compiled a steady 63 runs for the
loss of 3 wickets. Openers Adam Waite
& Steve Craigie were looking for a steady
start, but with the score on 10 Waite
tickled one and was dismissed for 6.

Mat Parker entered the arena and was
unluckily bowled when the ball struck his
pads and trickled on to the stumps with
the score at 2/26. Craigie was the 31
wicket to go after patiently batting for 25
over’'s, making 14. Captain Ben Beech &
James Davies were the not out batsmen.
